INFORMATION SHEET

· A set of rules is included in this information pack.  We would ask that all teams read this and be familiar with these prior to the start of the summer touch session.
· A Draw Board will be set up prior to commencement of the Tuesday night games.  All teams need to be at the grounds ready to play at 5.45pm on the first night of the season. The draw board will detail the draw for that night and the   fields that teams will be playing on.  The next week’s draw will also be available on this board, so please check each week for your next week’s game.
· Each team must supply a referee for a game. This person should be nominated prior to the game.  On each draw there will be a team nominated beside each game/time.  This means that this team is to provide the referee for that game.  Failure to provide a referee will result in that team forfeiting their points for that night.
· All referees are required to wear an official Referee shirt, which can be collected at the beginning of the evening from the club rooms and returned into the washing basket situated next to the draw board at the end of their game.
· Referee score cards are to be collected when collecting the referee jersey.  The referee is required to complete all details on completion of their game and return to the “Referee Cards Returns” box situated next to the draw board at the club rooms.  The referee must allocate points for the teams, dress and conduct as indicated in the referee’s card.
· Duration of games will be 15 minutes each way.  A hooter will sound at the start and end of each half. 
· Junior teams are required to have a Manager and a Referee.
· The Junior session will run from 6.00pm (sharp) to 7.00pm and the senior/open grade will run from 7.00pm to 8.00pm.
· All teams are required to wear matching colours, with a visiable number (hand written numbers are adequate if you are using shirts from a previous season) supplied by themselves.  No rugby boots to be worn.  
· All team members need to be registered and have paid fees before they are able to play on the first night.  There will be no refunds of these fees.
· In the event of bad weather cancellations will be advised via e-mail/text to the team Managers by 4.00pm.  It is their responsibility to advise their own team members.  
· The Club facilities will be open on playing nights, i.e bar facilities, a selection of food for sale from the kitchen and the toilets.
